This warranty does not include any costs associated with the physical
installation, removal or return of the HyLoft storage system.

This warranty is valid and enforceable provided that the maximum weight supported by each 48" x
96" HyLoft unit does not exceed 600 pounds, evenly distributed. The customer, dealer, and/or
installer releases Diamond Storage Concepts of all claims, which includes the HyLoft unit and the
structure it is attached to, if the loaded weight exceeds 600 pounds. The unit must also be installed
according to the manufacturer's instructions. At no time should you install more than one HyLoft unit
on any two ceiling beams (rafters, studs, roof trusses, etc.). All fasteners must be checked and
tightened at least annually.

Only the original purchaser of this product is extended this warranty. No warranty work will be provided under
this warranty without purchaser's receipt or other proof of the date of original purchase acceptable to
Diamond Storage Concepts. Proof of the date of purchase must be provided to Diamond Storage Concepts if
the product is returned.

This Diamond Storage Concepts limited warranty covers product failure due to defects in materials or
workmanship ONLY! It does not cover corrosion, rust or discoloration of its components, or product failure due
to misuse, abuse, faulty installation, alteration, lack of reasonable care, or any other failure not related to
defects in materials or workmanship.

There are NO other warranties expressed or implied except those stated here in as required by applicable
law.

Preparation and Safety Information

IMPORTANT-READ THROUGH ENTIRE INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE BEGINNING INSTALLATION
Safety:

Read and understand the warning on your stepladder and make sure the ladder is in good working
order.

Examine all tools needed to insure they are in proper working order before starting.

Power tools that are not internally grounded require power cords and extension cords with a ground
prong.

Always wear eye protection when drilling or installing parts.

HyLoft components are made of metal so beware of any sharp edges and do not let any components
make contact with electrical current during installation.

DO NOT install more the one HyLoft unit on any two framing members.

Preparation:

The HyLoft unit can be installed in any area of garage, provided there is adequate space. When
possible install so that all four sides are accessible for convenient loading.

Take care not to block attic or crawl space access, or lights.

If ceiling height allows for it, the unit may also be installed above the open garage door. If installing
above an open door, measure between the highest point of the opening garage door and the ceiling to
determine if there is adequate room for the unit. You will need at least 25 inches of open space
between the ceiling and the highest point of the door during operation.

Clear the area where the HyLoft unit is to be installed, and don’t leave autos parked under the unit
during installation.

Locate any gas, electrical, and plumbing lines in the garage before drilling holes in the drywall.

NOTE: We refer to Joists throughout the instructions. Joists are also called Ceiling Studs or Framing
Members.

together in each corner using 74" Hex Bolts(M) and Nuts(N) using a
7/16" wrench or nut driver. Do not tighten until after placing grids.
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PLACE AND ATTACH GRIDS
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Tilt loose 96" support
frames to allow grids
to lay on directly on ledge.
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Lay 4 Wire Grids(A) evenly on 96" Support Frames with grid stiffeners on the underside. Tilt loose 96" Support
Frames if necessary. Tighten bolts in each corner of support frames using 74" Hex Bolts(M) and Nuts(N) wth a
7/16" wrench or nut driver. Fasten Wire Grids(A) as shown using 4 Hex Bolts(l) and Hex Nuts(J) for each grid.

Attach Diagonal Support Brackets(O) after making sure unit is level and square.
Make sure that all nuts, bolts and screws are tight. Do not load with more than 600 Ibs, evenly distributed.

ALTERNATE INSTALLATIONS

Multi-Directional Joists:

If joists change direction, 2 or all 4 Downrods (C&E) can be installed on the 96" side. Rotate direction of
Angle Brackets (B) and Downrods (C&E) & install as shown in steps 1-3 of original instructions. Clamps(K)
must be used to attach the downrod to the 96” support Frame (G), or if preferred, drill holes in the
96”Support Frame (G) & Downrods (E) to fasten with Bolt (L) and Nut (J).
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Drill hole into 48" Support Frame(

N

and attach Diagonal Support Brackets(O)
after making sure unit is level and square.

If all Joists run parallel,
2 downrods can also be
installed on the 96" side

Drill new 3/8" holes so that Downrods (C)

will mount true vertical .
